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Twérczo$¢ Marii Jasnoch Wiatrowskiej jest w Polsce niemal nie-
znana. Artystka wkrotce po uzyskaniu dyplomu wroctawskiej Akademii Sztuk
Pieknych w pracowni malarstwa i litografii prof. Zbigniewa Karpiriskiego wy-
emigrowata do Stanow Zjednoczonych. Kilka wystaw, na ktdrych prezentowa-
ta swe prace jeszcze w Polsce w dziedzinie malarstwa, tkaniny artystycznej
(1976) czy Biennale Rysunku (1978), okreslity obszar Jej artystycznych
poszukiwan. Pierwsza wystawa indywidualna w 1986 r. miata miejsce juz
w Charlotte (Pn Karolina). Artystka aktywnie uczestnicy wzyciu artystycznym
swego $rodowiska, prezentujac prace takze na wielu znaczacych zbiorowych
ekspozycjach sztuki wspdlczesnej w Stanach Zjednoczonych. Wystawa
w muzealnej Galerii Wspolczesnej Sztuki Polskiej w Chojnicach jest szostg
indywidualng prezentacjg Jej tworczosci i pierwsza w Polsce po wielu latach
pracy artystycznej za granica.

Wyhér Chojnic jako miejsca ekspozycji jest nieprzypadkowy
i stanowi nie tylko w sposdb symboliczny swoisty ,powrdt do korzeni". Z tego
potudniowego krarica Pomorza wywodzi sie Ojciec Artystki - wybitna postac
przedwojennych Chojnic - ceniony kupiec, filantrop, whasciciel eleganckiej
restauracji z amerykanskimi bilardami w pieknej kamienicy przy Rynku,
brat cenionego poznaniskiego portrecisty - ucznia Axentowicza - Kazimierza
Jasnocha (1886-1966). To wiadnie katalog podwiecony Jego' tworczosc
wydany przez Muzeum H-E w Chojnicach w 1999 . stat si¢ poniekad Zr6d-
tem inspiracji dla Marii Jasnoch Wiatrowskiej, by wybra¢ Chojnice na migjsce
swej indywidualnej, retrospektywnej ekspozycji w Polsce.

Zaprezentowany na wystawie, noszacej intrygujacy tytut Ele-
menty uskrzydlone, zespot 33 obrazow na plétnie, rysunkéw i tkanin otwiera
przed odhiorcg nieograniczong przestrzen, w ktrej formy abstrakcyjne w eks-
presyjnym poruszeniu prébuja uchwycié i dookresli¢ dramat ruchu. W tych
petnych subtelnej ulotnodci i kolorystycznego uroku kompozycjach Autorka
z ogromng wrazliwodcig podpatruje wystepujace w naturze zjawisko ruchu,

The artwork of Maria Jasnoch Wiatrowski is virtually unknown in
Poland. Shortly after receiving her diploma from the Academy of Fine Arts in
Wroclaw under the auspices of professor Zbighiew Karpiriski, she immigrated
to the United States in 1982. The diversity of her artistic practice may be best
seen within the variety of exhibitions in which she took part, which included
work in the spheres of painting and tapestry (1976), or the Biennial of Drawing
(1978). Her first solo exhibition took place in Charlotte, North Carolina, in
1986. The artist currently participates in the artistic life of her community and
herwork has been included in many significant contemporary art exhibitions
in the United States. The exhibition in the gallery of Modem Polish Art at the
Museum of History and Ethnography in Chojnice, is the sixth solo exhibit of her
work, and the first in Poland, after years of work outside her country.

The selection of Chojnice as an exhibition location was, for the
artist, not entirely accidental, and has been an especially symbolic journey,
signifying a true return to her roots. The artist's father originally lived in the
southern portion of Pomorze hefore the war, and as a notable businessman,
philanthropist, and the owner of an elegant restaurant with american billard
tables at the beautiful historical tenement house of the Old Market Sguare, he
was also the brother ofanother notable Poznan portrait artist, and pupil of the
respected Axentowicz, Kazimierz Jasnoch (1886 -1966). The Polish Museum
of Modern Art in Chojnice had previously devoted an entire catalog to his work
which became in some measure, a great source of inspiration to Maria Jasnoch
Wiatrowski as a way to select Chojnice as the ideal location for a retrospective
exhibition in Poland.

Entitled "Winged Elements", this exhibition presents 33 works in a
variety of mediums including oil painting, drawing, and tapestry, and opens
to the viewer houndless spaces in which abstract forms attempt to capture
and describe the drama of motion with expressive, sweeping gesture. With
subtle color gradations and compositional charm, the artist captures glimp-

The artwork presented in this exhibition is created within the sphere
of ahstract emotional expression. Inspired by nature and the surrounding

world, these images are spontaneously created. They are compositions of
form on canvas or paper, the result of creatively capturing moments in the
spacial infinitude. In order to create this effect, clear light, deep shadows,
and scumbling techniques are utilized, giving the forms a significantly
more sculptural look. The flying elements are themselves spatial forms, full
of expression, with their own specific dramatic motion. In contrast, they are
surrounded by quiet harmony and mysterious space.
